Bouquet
Complex, brooding, fresh berry,  spicey nose with hints of whole bunches and graphite

Palate
Soft, lightish but complex and mouth filling. Terrific length and drinkability

Vintage Conditions
The King Valley had a warm, long growing 
season, finishing quite late. Perhaps the best 
season in 10 years. Heathcote’s was hot and 
early, but some interesting flavours resulted. 
The Yarra had bushfires, drought and heat but 
we managed to make a small parcle of 100% 
whole bunch Syrah, that would normally go to 
Reserve that was a nice fit for this blend.

Winemaking
All fruit is hand picked. Because we are making 
a delicate detailed style, the best sections 
of the blocks are picked to try to avoid any 
variation within a vineyard and we certainly 
keep away from any gum tree perimeters. 
Fruit is whole bunch fermented with a mixture 
of foot treading and carbonic maceration

(untouched bunches fermenting and 
extracting under their own steam).
